The oceans are the cradle of life but are seriously endangered
by the actions of man. The most serious threat is pollution.

Current environment controls and regulations are inadequate
to control it. Accordingly, new and special efforts are urgently
needed to remove this threat and to save the seas; therefore,

Believing that protection of the marine environment and
exploitation of ocean resources are compatible providing man
exercises care, restraint and understanding;  und

Recognizipg that maritime transport is an essential part of
peaceful international commerce which is the life blood of
the world;

We the Shipping Community of Greece, comprising
shipowners, operators, managers and agents, masters, deck
and engineer officers and seamen, sincerely believe that;

On_ 1952 The Hellenic Marine
Environment Protection Association (here in after

called the “Association”) will be established in Greece.
Although establisked under the auspices of the Union of
Creek Shipowners, the Association will encourage

(d) Acting as a positive voice for the Greek Shipping
Community in all matters pertaining to the protection of
the marine environment vis-a-vis the Government of
Greece as well as inter- governmental and
non-governmental organisations concerned with
environmental protection;

(e) Recognizing publicly those in the Greek Shipping
Community with a veluntary commitment to protect the
marine environment by granting membership in the
Association;

(f) Identifying those in the Greek Shipping Community who
have been shown, l‘hmugfi proper evidence, to have caused
marine pollution by the publicized withdrawal or
suspension of membership in the Association;

(g) Recognizing particular achievements and/or contributions
towards the abatement of ship-generated marine pollution
of individuals or corporate members of the Greek Shipping
Community by appropriate awards.

iv. The membership of the Association shall be open to:

(1) representatives from the Union of Greek Shipowners;

(2) representatives of the masters, deck and engineer officers
and seamen’s unions; and (3) representatives from agents,
operators,

managers and other interested parties associated with the
Creek Shipping Community.

v. The Association shall have an administrative infrastructure
sufficient to carry out its mandate. The Association shall
operate under rules drafted in consultation with such other
bodies as may be appropriate. The day-to-day operation of the
Association shall be carried out by an Executive Committee
which is fully representative of the general Association
membership and is governed by the Association’s rules.

vi. The Association or its work is not intended to provide
another regulatory level in the fight to protect the marine
environment, nor to establish a complex bureaucratic
machinery. The principal function of the Association will be to
educate and inform rather than regulate and enforce.
However, this is considered to be a highly important function
as the Greek Shipping Community believes that
environmental protection cannot truly take place without
environmental consciousness. The development of such
consicousness will be the Association's major goal.
