Atlantic. In this way, different
thoughts were expressed on
topics such as the presence
of armed guards on board,
the often excessive regulation
for controlling pollution from
ships in relation to the small
percentage of pollution
attributed to shipping, stricter
State requirements than those
of the Federal Government and of the IMO, inadequate
service by waste reception facilities ashore and lack of
clarity in procedures related to inspecting water ballast
management.

Admiral Watson pointed out that infringements within US
waters bring about severe penalties and fines and urged
the members of HELMEPA to report to the US Coast

Aligning Efforts to Meet
Marine Environmental Challenges

“‘HELMEPA and U.S. Coast Guard are institutions that
are recognized in the maritime community as leaders
and change agents. The modern U.S. Coast Guard
was created after the tragic Titanic disaster of 1912,
The Coast Guard was initially called upon to create the
International Ice Patrol, improve radio watchstanding,
and work with the international community to establish
a Safety of Life at Sea convention.

HELMEPA was created “to save the seas”. By the
late twentieth century many improvements had been
made to protect people from the perils of the sea, but
the public wanted to protect the sea itself. HELMEPA
and the other MEPAs are devoted to this mission. As a
result, accidental and careless pollution from ships has
dramatically decreased.

Today we are faced with the challenges of reducing
marine debris, controlling invasive species in ballast
water and dry cargo residue, managing bilge slops,
minimizing unhealthy stack gasses, and reducing
greenhouse gasses.

The roles of the U.S. Coast Guard and HELMEPA
are slightly different, but their desired outcome is
the same. The Coast Guard seeks compliance
with standards by exercising the internationally
agreed upon rights of port state control when ships
call on U.S. ports. HELMEPA is a non-regulatory,
non-governmental organization that seeks good

marine practice through outreach and education.

There are several examples where Coast Guard
initiatives are particularly aligned with HELMEPA's
outreach and education roles. One such initiative has
to do with waste reception facilities. U.S. Coast Guard
Captain’s of the Port have been directed to respond
quickly and to thoroughly investigate every report of
inadequate service by the waste reception companies.
These services are critical to supporting HELMEPA's
message that ships must discharge their waste at
approved shoreside facilities where recycling is used
as much as possible. The Coast Guard has issued
Certificates of Adequacy to hundreds of waste reception
companies in every port. When these companies do
not maintain the standard that was observed when the
Coast Guard issued the Certificate, the Coast Guard
is obligated to ensure the discrepancy is corrected or
rescind the Certificate.

HELMEPA is aligned with the Coast Guard whenever
its outreach and education succeeds in reminding
ship’s crews to report inadequate waste reception.
Unfortunately the Coast Guard receives very few
reports of inadequacy and the few reports received are
usually delayed. So, HELMEPA's help will continue to
be needed for this initiative to succeed.

Another Coast Guard initiative is the Voluntary
Disclosure Policy. This official policy, implemented in
2007, states that the Coast Guard will not recommend
prosecution of an environmental violation whenever
a regulated ship meets the various conditions of the
policy and voluntarily reports an environmental violation
within 21 days rather than having it be discovered by
the government.

The key condition is that the ship must have a
Compliance Management System (CMS). The
elements of a sufficient CMS are: well-communicated
shipboard environmental standards, assignment
of overall responsibility and specific compliance
responsibility, monitoring and auditing, compliance
incentives and disciplinary procedures, and
procedure to correct deficiencies. Since these are
general good marine practices that HELMEPA
also promotes, this is another area where the two
institutions are aligned.

Last, but not least, HELMEPA and USCG are
aligned on the need for adequate environmental
protection equipment aboard ships. Crews must
have good equipment if we expect them to comply
with environmental protection laws and treaties. This
includes oil-water separators, incinerators, slop tanks,
proper fuel and fuel systems, shore connections,
logging equipment, etc. Unfortunately, we have

Training Seminar in Vrontados
on the island of Chios

A seminar titled “Environmental Culture into Vessel's
Management and Operation” was successfully conducted
by HELMEPA on 25 and 26 October 2011 in Los Bay,
in Vrontados of Chios, the island of the eastern Aegean
Sea with the unworn maritime tradition and history.

“HELMEPA Junior” Environmental
Education Program

Schoolchildren and
teachers throughout
- Greece have shown a
. great interest this year in
- the “HELMEPA Junior”
. program, which completed
18 years of operation.
By late November,
participation had reached
3,050 children members
and 190 volunteer tea-
chers from 82 schools across the country.

Relevant information material has
been sent to children-members, who
are organized in Groups, and their
supervising volunteer teachers in order
to begin their environmental activities,
the cost of which are covered by the
program’s budget. The material includes
the updated Action Plan with necessary
information for the operation of the
Program and 30 proposed activities that
can be carried out inside and outside
of the school, as well as calendars of !
the 2011-2012 school year with reference to landmark
European and World Days for the projection of issues
relating to the environment and children.

Furthermore, the material includes reference £
material for teachers, such as a CD containing
a presentation on climate change with data
from the HELMEPA Exhibition that toured last
spring the islands of Chios, Psara and Syros.

There is also an increase in the number
of requests by schools to visit HELMEPA's
environmental exhibitions hosted at the building of
associate member Costamare Shipping Company in
Paleo Faliro and Ceres building in Piraeus. Since the
beginning of the school year, the exhibitions have been
visited by more than 500 young students with their
teachers as well as students from Piraeus University,
the Faculty of Shipping Management of the Deree
College and Xini Training Institute.
