The year 2014 was rich in activities for
HELMEPA, both in the maritime field and that
of the environmental awareness of the
younger generation.

With the moral and financial contribution of
the Members, the support of the Training
Committee, the participation of the
volunteer teachers, the cooperation of local
authorities, the Hellenic Coast Guard,
entities and educational institutions as well
as the zest of the Secretariat staff, we
implemented the decisions we took as the
new Board of Directors.

In the maritime section, we offered, among
other, refresher training through e-Learning
for officers and staff of managing
companies on selected safety and pollution
prevention topics, in english. We enriched
the regular information of the Members
with a new electronic bulletin, exclusively on
issues related to regulations and
requirements for trading in US waters. We
continued our close cooperation with the
United States Coast Guard materializing the
2nd annual meeting of member operators
with high ranking officials at the USCG
headquarters in Washington, DC. Moreover,
with the publication of a guide aiming at the
better preparation of vessels' inspections
from the USCG.

At "Posidonia 2014", thanks to the kind
support once again of the organizers, we
celebrated the 32nd anniversary of HELMEPA
by convening a Conference dedicated to
"Energy efficiency measures on existing
ships". Distinguished greek and foreign
speakers presented views and data on this
current topic.

The General Assembly decided to confer the
title of Honorary Member to four personalities
and | had the honor and pleasure to bestow
the honorary diplomas to Captain Panagiotis
Tsakos and Messrs Efthimios Mitropoulos,
Nicolas Tsavliris and Joseph Angelo upon the
conclusion of the Conference.

Chairman’s Address

In the social arena, where the work is
expressed by the activities of the
environmental awareness section, it was with
satisfaction that we noted the warm
response of students and teachers to the
"HELMEPA Junior" and "Cadets" programs as
well as to the visits to our permanent
exhibitions hosted by Member companies
CERES in Piraeus and COSTAMARE in Palaio
Faliro. Their impressions, as recorded in
special questionnaires, not only make us
happy but encourage us to continue this
offer to the younger generation on behalf of
the greek maritime community.

Especially wide was also the participation of
the school community as well as that of
citizens and stakeholders to the voluntary
beach clean ups we organized as national
coordinators of both the European Clean up
Day in May and the International Coastal
Clean up initiative in September.

We successfully concluded our 3year long
awareness campaign kindly supported by the
Lloyd's Register Foundation, a fact that
resulted in the Foundation financing a new
campaign for the period 2014 - 2017, with an
expanded theme and covering more cities all
over the country.

As we navigate through 2015, the objective
remains the wider spread of the association's
voluntary spirit for pollution prevention and
safety at sea. | seize the opportunity to invite
all Members to spread in their turn
HELMEPA's work so that we attract more
representatives of the greek maritime
community to join us, enhancing in this way
the common efforts for sustainable and
environmentally friendly shipping.

Maritime Section

Mission - Accomplishments

International Conventions, national
legislation and regulations have highly
contributed towards limiting ship-generated
marine pollution and upgrading the level of
safety at sea. However, cases of non
compliance, incidents and accidents continue,
which leads to the assumption that every
sector of the shipping industry must
undertake the obligation to eliminate
pollution and establish safety onboard ships.

The undertaking of such responsibility
requires a high level of environmental
consciousness and safety mindedness that
can be awakened through a concerted effort
for the information and education of all,
from ship owner to the last seafarer. And this
is HELMEPA's Maritime Section’s mission, as
the 1982 Inaugural Declaration of Voluntary
Commitment titled “To Save the Seas”
describes and which is implemented primarily
through the annual voluntary refresher
training programs.

Carrying out this mission during 2014:

» We supported IMO's efforts by selecting
the 2014 theme for World Maritime Day,
“IMO Conventions: effective
implementation”, as the title of our
Refresher Training Program. The Program'’s
specialized seminars also aimed to upgrade
safety spirit and effective environmental
and crisis management, beyond basic
requirements.

» We advanced our cooperation with the
USCG for the benefit of common objectives.
We helped the Members establish direct
contact with the Coast Guard leadership of
Safety, Pollution Prevention and Port State
Control.

» We enriched the regular updating of our
Members by publishing new e-bulletins.

The percentage of Member-vessels detained
increased by 0.48% (rising from 0.83% to
1.23%) in the area of the Paris MoU and by
0.76% (rising from 1.50% to 2.64%) in the
area of the Tokyo MoU. In contrast, the
detention rate fell by 1.33% (dropping from
2.33% to 0.79%) in the US, with only one
detention being recorded.

The agreement between HELMEPA and IHS-
Fairplay that began in 1986 continued in
2014, for what was the 28th consecutive
year. Besides the incident data, which
HELMEPA receives from IHS-Fairplay, the
agreement provides for the confidential
reporting to Managing-companies of any
incidents involving Member-vessels under
their management. If a company holds the
necessary documents proving the innocence
of the vessel, IHS-Fairplay subsequently
corrects those relevant reports published
wrongly against the vessel.

According to IHS-Fairplay, 5 incidents, which
did not cause any pollution, were recorded
onboard Member-vessels during 2014, as
follows:

« collision with another vessel in restricted
waters,

« collision with oil barge in restricted waters,

» damage of a rudder pump and grounding in
restricted waters,

« propeller damage at sea, and

« striking of floating dock in port.

During the course of the 2013-2014 school
year, a total of 6,538 children with 444
teachers from 195 primary schools and
kindergartens participated in the Program.
They completed 2,500 activities, many of
which we published in the quarterly
magazine “Glaropoula” and on the “HELMEPA
Junior” site. All those children-members and
volunteer teachers, who took partin the
activities received a special HELMEPA
Commemorative Certificate.

97% of teachers evaluated the quality of the
Program as ranging from “Very Good" to
“Excellent”. They all stated in their
evaluations that they would recommend to
their peers enlisting in the “"HELMEPA Junior”
Program. The following teacher comments
are indeed noteworthy:

* An enjoyable, variable, interesting and
entertaining program, which urges the
students to get involved in the issue of the
marine environment.

* Through a wide range of clever activities, the
children become familiar with and come to
understand the secrets the environment
holds, together with the troubles it faces and
so they become more active members in the
fight for its survival.

* The Program promotes an experiential mode
of teaching, teamwork and cooperation
between students and teachers.

For a 3rd year in 2014, we cooperated with
the Environmental Activities Department of
the Municipality of Thessaloniki, which
introduced the Program to 19 primary
schools and kindergartens around the city. A
total of 900 students became “HELMEPA
Junior” members and together with their 66
volunteer teachers, they visited a fish co-
operative, a historic lighthouse, wetlands and
environmental parks, cleaned beaches and
recorded pollutants and their origins. Also,
they attended classroom presentations given
by expert scientists, thus enriching their
knowledge.

The topic of the 2014 “HELMEPA Junior”
Panhellenic drawing contest was “Just as a
flower in bloom is beautiful and bright, a
beach that is pristine is sheer delight!” We
uploaded 413 artworks received from 4,200
children of 113 primary schools and
kindergartens onto the “HELMEPA Junior”
site. The children worked in Groups to create
their drawings and once all submissions were
in, they then voted online for the 3 best
artworks in the two categories: (a) of children
aged between 5 and 7 years and students of
Special Learning Centers and (b) of children
aged between 8 and 12 years.

In category (a), HELMEPA awarded 1st prize
to a Group from loannina, Epiros, 2nd prize to
a Group heralding from Kalamata,
Peloponnese and 3rd prize to students from
Athens. Under category (b), 1st prize went to
students from the island of Lemnos, 2nd to a

Environmental Exhibitions

Throughout 2014, we transported 2,840
public school students to and from our
environmental exhibitions hosted by Member-
companies Ceres Hellenic in Piraeus and
Costamare Shipping Company SA in Palaio
Faliro, while 183 private school and university
students visited the exhibitions at their own
expense.

96% of teachers consider the exhibitions to
be very important sources of environmental
education for their students. They believe
that the information presented helps nurture
the children’s environmental conscience.
Some 48% of the students stated in the
evaluation sheets they completed that the
data they obtained during their visits was
previously unknown to them, while 85% of
them wrote that they found the HELMEPA
staff presentations to be both enjoyable and
entertaining.

Environment and Sciences, which was
financed by Lloyd's Register Foundation for
3 years, reached its conclusion.

During the period between 2011 and 2014,
the Campaign was implemented across 12
cities on the mainland and islands under the
auspices of the Mayor of each city. The mobile
Exhibition “Marine Environment-Shipping-
Sciences”, part of the Campaign, operated for
a total of 365 days in all cities. The Exhibition
was visited by 13,500 students and 1,000
teachers from 274 primary and high schools,
which we transported with costs covered by
the Campaign. In each city, we organized an
environmental one-day Workshop during
which every local scientific community
presented problems encountered on the issue
of waste management. Moreover, with the
support and participation of the educational
community, we organized voluntary activities
and environmental research that students
themselves conducted.

The universal conclusion springing from all
these activities is that there is a need to
strengthen HELMEPA's cooperation with
environmentally active and aware local
groups over the environmental education
and motivation of the student community,
the most receptive section of the society.

With this conclusion in mind together with
the results which arose from the 3-year-long
Campaign, on its completion, we produced
the electronic publication

International Coastal
Cleanup Campaign

Last year was the 23rd time we coordinated
this global volunteering initiative across
Greece, which aims at raising the awareness
of all on the issue of marine litter.

It is with great satisfaction that we noted
that the participation of volunteers tripled in
comparison to the respective 2013 campaign.
Specifically, in September and October, 7,200
volunteers took part in 200 cleanups of
coasts, rivers, lakes and the seabed in the 13
Regions of Greece. Volunteers included

In the framework of HELMEPA's
relationships with foreign Embassies in
Athens, we supported and coordinated a
voluntary beach cleanup jointly organized by
the Turkish Embassy and Paleo Faliro
Municipality. Participants included the staff
of the Embassy together with their families
headed by the Ambassador, Mr K. Uras and
staff of the Municipality headed by the
Mayor, D. Chatzidakis.

Volunteers throughout Greece collected and
recorded a total of 225,665 litter items.
Predominant in the Top 10 list are the 95,391
cigarette ends, which constitute by far the
Number 1 litter item on Greek beaches.
Plastic garbage originating from the leisure
activities of all of us along the coastal zone
came second.

Volunteers were disappointed to discover
discarded household appliances such as 99
electric appliances and mobile phones, chairs,
mattresses and a couch, footwear such as 36
shoes and flip-flops, as well as fishing gear,
such as 894 m. of synthetic nets and 1,309 m.
of Fishing line.

Similar damage has been afflicted upon the
marine ecosystem below the surface of the
sea as 150 volunteer divers proved over 30
underwater cleanups they conducted at 10
locations across the country. They brought 4
tons of garbage to the surface, among which
pipes, anchors and even a motorcycle frame
were included.

A prime example of volunteerism is provided
by the “Loutraki Divers” team, whose target is
the 100% cleanup of the seabed of the
Loutraki harbour from garbage. During 2014,
under the auspices of the Ministry for
Mercantile Marine and HELMEPA, they carried

European Cleanup Day

For the first time in 2014 and with the motto
“Let’s Cleanup Europe”, the European
Commission declared the 10th of May as the
European Cleanup Day. The aim of this
initiative is to raise awareness about the
significant problem of litter and the need to
address it. HELMEPA was appointed by the
organizers as national Coordinator of this
activity in Greece.

More than 5,000 volunteers responded
positively by organizing 130 cleanups along
beaches, the seafloor, river and lake banks,
forests and parks throughout the country.
Along a total stretch of 70 km, they gathered
8 tons of garbage, 2 tons of which were

Finances - Personnel

HELMEPA's financial operation is exclusively
supported by the annual contributions of its
volunteer members and by donations made.
Seafarers and other individuals Associate
members are exempt from making financial
contributions.

The activities implemented during 2014 were
funded according to the Annual Budget,
which the Board of Directors had approved,
while the supervision of all financial
operations was carried out by the Treasurer
of the Board, Mr. Nikolas Bafaloukos. MS
Accounting Services S.A. handled all
accounting responsibilities whereas the
HELMEPA's Financial Report as on 31
December 2014 was compiled by Moore
Stephens Chartered Accountants S.A., as per
unanimous decision of the General Assembly.

Total expenditure was € 862,046.48, which,
with the addition of depreciation, foreign
exchange differences, membership fees not
collected from those whose membership was
revoked, bank commissions and fees,
amounted to € 838,695.02.

The total income received was € 938,247.20.
