Chairman’s Address

The preceding year further demonstrated that
HELMEPA's strategies brought the desired results
in the struggle towards cleaner seas and beaches
and the recognition of the environmental
sensitivity of the Greek shipping community.

The refresher training seminars were enriched and
constructed with an even closer alignment to the
needs of land-based staff and seafarers, thanks to
the diligent work of the Training Committee.

The successful Marine Environmental Awareness
seminars were for the first time officially
recognized by the Republic of Cyprus and we are
in the process of seeking recognition from other
flags as well.

In accordance with current needs, we prepared
e-learning programs for the first time, which will
assist our members in the more effective training
of their seafarers, even in other countries, so that
we will be able to tackle the issue of foreign
seafarers on board Greek-owned vessels.

“HELMEPA Junior” broke the record of
participation with almost 6,000 children taking
part in, among other, beach cleanups and 10,000
children visiting the permanent and roaming
exhibitions across all of Greece.

To all these we have to add advertising and
information campaigns with TV spots, posters,
flyers, as well as the explosive increase of the
social networking community to over 20,000
individuals.

In recognition of all the above and much more
that is described in detail in this Annual Report,
HELMEPA was honored with the Achievement in
Education or Training prize at the 2013 Lloyd's
List Greek Shipping Awards.

This is the achievement of the endeavors of
HELMEPA's personnel as well as the Board of
Directors, which supports and guides all these
efforts.

The efforts will continue so that HELMEPA
remains the most active proponent of the
environmental consciousness of the Greek
shipping community.

1. General Assembly

The 31st Annual General Assembly of HELMEPA
Members was kindly hosted by member-company
Ceres in Piraeus, on 11 April 2013, at the same
place where the Association was founded 31
years ago.

Under the Chairmanship of Dr John Coustas, the
Assembly unanimously approved the activities of
the Association, the financial statement as presented
by the Auditors Moore Stephens, relieved the Board
of Directors and the Auditors of every managerial
responsibility and revoked the membership of four
members because of two years' worth of
outstanding fees. In accepting the proposal of the
Board, and according to the Association'’s
Constitution, the Assembly bestowed the title of
Honorary Member upon the following:

(the Australian Maritime Safety Authority),
AUSMEPA (the Australian Marine Environment
Protection Association) and HELMEPA.

This IMO initiative for a Sustainable Maritime
Transportation System strives towards the closer
collaboration and sharing of responsibility
between all those involved in shipping industry
activities. The common aim is to serve humankind
with a safe, efficient and reliable means of
transportation of goods, while simultaneoulsy
reducing pollution, maximizing energy efficiency
and ensuring the conservation of resources. “In
this way, therefore, IMO deems that world shipping
will take the lead in the United Nations’ campaign
towards achieving Sustainable Development”, Mr
Koji Sekimizu, Secretary-General of the
Organization, stated.

It is a distinct honor that HELMEPA is referred to
as a “partner” in IMO’s corresponding official
document, under “Environmental Stewardship”
within the “Safety Culture and Environmental
Stewardship” Chapter, for specific environmental
campaigns and activities.

One such activity is the voluntary Global
Observatory for Marine Litter, which HELMEPA
already operates with the voluntary participation
of member-vessels, irrespective of flag, type, size
and voyage plan. The Association has informed
the Secretary-General of IMO that, through this
initiative, ships send HELMEPA data on litter they
observe on the surface of the sea. The ultimate
goal is for HELMEPA to forward encoded data to
IMO, once a process for this has been established,
that will contribute to the monitoring of the
pollution of the oceans by various litter items and
perhaps shed light on their probable sources.

3.6 Port State Control Inspections -
Incidents

During 2013, a number of 475 inspections were
conducted on board member-vessels in ports of
the Tokyo and Paris MoU areas of responsibility,
as well as the areas of jurisdiction of the US
Coast Guard. The inspections led to a total of
661 deficiencies being recorded and 8 member-
vessels detained.

The highest number of deficiencies recorded were:
* Paris MoU - Safety of Navigation (15.9%)

* Tokyo MoU - Fire Safety Measures (17.82%)

* USCG - Main and auxiliary engines (22.58%)

The proportion of member-vessel detentions
showed a decline in the area of the Paris MoU
from 1.25% to 0.83% and in the area of the Tokyo
MoU from 2.35% to 1.50%. The US Coast Guard,
within whose jurisdiction there were no detentions
in the previous four years, detained 4 member-
vessels (2.33%) during 2013.

The deficiencies recorded on board member-
vessels during 2013 are shown in the following
Table V.

Besides the updates confidentially provided to
members regarding incidents reported and that
directly concern them, the agreement between
HELMEPA and IHS-Fairplay, which began back in
1986 and continues to today, allows for the cross-
checking of IHS-Fairplay data with that of the
member companies they are of interest to, so that
any erroneous reports generated at the expense
of the member-vessel and company, be corrected.

3.7 Collaboration with the US Coast Guard

In May, a meeting between HELMEPA and the
leadership of the USCG's Prevention Policy Sector
took place, under the Chairmanship of VADM
Peter V. Neffenger in Washington DC. HELMEPA's
Director General presented on the evolution of the
institutional relationship HELMEPA-USCG and the
efforts of the Association. An exchange of views
about the best possible means by which the two
organizations could augment their collaboration
followed.

It was decided that HELMEPA would revise the
bilingual publication “Guide on US Coast Guard
Port State Control Examination” and that the
USCG present the policy and new requirements
for foreign vessels sailing in the US to HELMEPA
members in Athens each year, should this be
feasible. It was also determined that a meeting
between representatives of HELMEPA member-
operators and the responsible USCG officers be
scheduled for the exchange of opinions and
experiences related to ships trading in the United
States.

Within the context of the same mission, HELMEPA
also met with the USCG Sector Commander Los
Angeles and Long Beach. After the meeting,
HELMEPA disseminated the key Port State
Control policy points enforced by the Coast Guard
on foreign vessels in the area, to its members.

It
was an opportunity to table issues of immediate
concern to HELMEPA member-vessels trading in
US waters, in their efforts towards consistently
complying with US and international regulations.

RDML J.A.Servidio encouraged the future open
communication between the USCG and HELMEPA
members and highlighted the fact that the Coast
Guard would readily welcome proposals from
those good operators-members of HELMEPA,

4.5 “HELMEPA Cadets” Program

The Program continued for the fifth consecutive
year, under the auspices of the General
Secretariat for Youth. It was run across various
regions of Greece and with a total participation of
1,429 volunteer youths older than 13 years.

The Cadets are updated on the protection and
management of the marine environment, shipping,
marine sciences and engineering through the
monthly “Cadet Periscope” electronic publication
and various posts uploaded to the Program'’s
website, which had more than 2,600 visits.

For yet another year, volunteer Cadets actively
took part in a range of activities, symbolically
cleaning-up shores and disseminating HELMEPA's
environmental awareness-raising material to local
stakeholders.

HELMEPA organized educational school children
visits to the historic floating vessel museum
“Hellas Liberty” in Piraeus.

(b) International Voluntary Coastal Cleanup

Campaign

The year 2013 was the 22nd
consecutive year during which
HELMEPA coordinated this
international voluntary campaign
throughout Greece. The aim is to
further enhance the awareness of
young and old about the issue of
the pollution of coastlines and
oceans that sadly continues as a
result of our own litter.

Between the middle of September and the end of
October, 80 beach, river bank, lake and underwater
clean-ups were carried out across Greece. The
2,500 volunteers who took part in these cleared a
total of 60km of coastline of its litter, collecting
and meticulously recording over 9 tons of waste.

Young children and youths, members of the
“HELMEPA Junior” and “HELMEPA Cadets” Programs
respectively, took part in many of these activities,
as did students and teachers alike, as well as staff
of HELMEPA member-companies, representatives

The separation of litter into recyclable items and
non-recyclables has developed into a basic practice
of the campaign. This is made possible through
HELMEPA's collaboration with the Hellenic
Recovery Recycling Corporation (HE.R.R.Co.).
Specifically, two tons of waste was recycled,
which corresponds to 22% of the total litter items
collected, compared with only 7% last year.

Analysis of the data recorded by volunteers

reveals that recreational activities in coastal
zones and smokers continue to be the major
sources of pollution also for Greek seas and
beaches.

For yet another year, cigarette ends were shown
to be the most multitudinous litter item plaguing
Greek beaches, while plastic litter items related to
recreational activities in coastal zones and that
take a long time to disintegrate in the
environment, dominated the Top Ten.

The broad participation of
divers in the campaign is
worth mentioning. With the
data they collated and the
photos they sent in, they
once again contributed to
the raising of awareness
about the uncontained
pollution of the seabed,
among key stakeholders and individuals alike.
Across the 10 underwater clean-ups performed in
the Saronic Gulf and on the islands of Cephallonia,
Mytilene and Rhodes, 100 volunteer divers pulled
masses of metal items, fishing gear and tyres
from the seabed, amounting to a total weight of
one ton.

In each city, the Campaign was placed under the
auspices of the Municipality and consisted of:

* An Environmental Exhibition titled “Marine
Environment, Shipping and Sciences”

« A workshop related to litter in seas and on

* Research concerning environmental issues and
the raising of awareness of students and the
wider public

The Exhibition ran for a total of 81 days, during
which time 207 organized tours took place. This
meant that 6,315 primary and high school
students together with their 476 teachers from
schools in and around each of the localities

visited the Exhibit, with transportation
coordinated by HELMEPA and costs to and from
covered by the program.

In each city, student environmental groups had
the opportunity to carry out voluntary activities
such as beach clean-ups and educational
excursions to port facilities and on board Coast
Guard craft, to areas of high environmental
significance, to environmental education centers
and other.

6. Finances - Personnel

HELMEPA's financial operation is supported
exclusively by the annual contributions of its
volunteer members, with the exception of that of
individual members (seafarers and others) and
donations. The activities of 2013 were funded
according to the Annual Budget, which was
approved by the Board of Directors.

Treasurer of the Board, Mr. Nikolas Bafaloukos,
supervised financial operations, while accounting
responsibilities were handled by MS Accounting
Services S.A.

HELMEPA's Financial Report as at 31 December
2013, which was distributed to the members of
the 2014 General Assembly of 14 May, was
compiled by Moore Stephens Chartered
Accountants S.A., as was unanimously decided by
the 2013 General Assembly.

According to the Balance Sheet, total expenditure
for all activities during 2013 amounted to
€1,013,853.71. Depreciation, foreign exchange
differences, membership fees not collected from
those whose membership was revoked, bank
commissions and fees were all added to this sum
and the total expenditure was € 1,070,243.20. The
total income received was € 981,160.67.

In 2013, the HELMEPA Secretariat team was
comprised of 13 staff members, who executed the
aforementioned activities according to the ISO
9001:2008 Quality Manual.
